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The $450 million Buildings Energy Efficiency Funding Schemes were formally launched on 8 April 2009 with funding from the Environment
and Conservation Fund (ECF). The funding schemes provide subsidies to incentivise building owners to conduct energy-cum-carbon audits
and energy efficiency projects for their buildings through "Energy-Cum-Carbon Audits Projects (ECA)" and "Energy Efficiency Projects (EEP)"
respectively. Owners' Corporations, owners’ organisations or residents’ organisations of residential, commercial, industrial buildings or composite
buildings comprising any two of these three types of establishments are eligible to apply.

ECA can help building owners to systematically review the use of energy and quantify the greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions associated
with their buildings, as well as to identify opportunities for the enhancement of energy efficiency and conservation and reductions in GHG
emissions arising from building operations. Financial incentives will also be provided by EEP to encourage building owners to carry out
alteration, addition or improvement works to upgrade the energy efficiency performance of their building services installations, Building
services installations covered in the programme include lighting, electrical, air-conditioning and lift and escalator installations.

Funds will be granted on a matching basis. A limit of 50% ol the approved total actual expenditure spent will be reimbursed. For applications
involving a single building, the funding caps of ECA and EEP will be $150,000 and $500,000 per building respectively. However, there is
no funding ceiling for applications involving more than one building.

The responses of the both funding schemes are overwhelming, Take EEP as an example. Up to 8 Dec 2009, the Energy Conservation
Projects Vetting Sub-Committee received 735 applications and they have approved 94 nos. of Energy Efficiency Projects applications.
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Buildings Department will implement the "Minor Works Control System" by mid-2010. A register of minor works contractors
will be established and registration has commenced on December 30, 2009. Please refer to www.bd.gov.hk for details.
