Nineteen people including three Chinese were killed
with over 110 other people injured in an explosion in
downtown Bangkok in the evening of 17 August, 2015.
All people were shocked and saddened by the incident.

Nowadays,
most people just cannot simply live without surfing local
or overseas networks daily by means of the handy mobile
phones.

In less than two hours’ coach ride, we arrived at Pattaya
which is 160 km east of Bangkok. After refreshing
ourselves slightly in the hotel, we joined the first group
to have a dinner in an open air restaurant. Without air-
conditioning, summer heat of Pattaya did not bother us
from enjoying a treat of fresh sea-foods and plenty of
cold beer to help stimulate our appetite.
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Next morning on 21 August, all delegates gathered
together early at the hotel lobby carrying their national
flags. Accompanied by the joyful music of the marching
band all delegates were ushered in an orderly way to
TEMCA Forum and Exhibition 2015 Pattaya grand opening.
After the formal welcome address delivered, we were
allowed to tour around the exhibition hall, browsing at the
products of latest development on display. On our way
there were some twenty tradesmen busy taking electrical
